• Assisting with Equipment

• Bus behavior – same rules as at school

 Kept at school

 2 years old --- still making payments --- have 3 years to go

 Must be dry cleaned at least twice/year

 Each student must buy white gloves --- see Mr. Raney

 Cannot eat in uniform; can only drink water in uniform

 White shorts needed under uniform

 Seat covers used to keep white pants clean

Uniforms



 No funding received from school system

 Uniforms (2 years old):  still owe $39,000 + loan fees

 Need instruments – percussion ~$10,000

 Would like to provide scholarships for students in need

General Comments

• The Band Program receives NO funding from 

the School System

– We rely 100% on fees,fundraising and donations 

• School System limits the number of 

fundraisers we can do each semester, so we 

make the ones we do count!

• We do enough fundraising so that most band 

fees won’t have to be paid out-of-pocket



Concession Stand

• This is the single biggest fundraising 
event we have

• We own the concession stand

• We run it during Varsity, JV, Powder 
Puff games

– All profits are ours

• We “lease” it to NEMCAA (PeeWees) 
and RMS Band Parents

– Profits are split between them and us

Details

• Unless otherwise noted, all volunteers for 

varsity games report at 5:30 and stay until 

clean up is done after the game

• Different spots to sign up for
Window Drinks Runners

Grill Popcorn Pretzels

Cocoa/Coffee/Nachos Alternates

Cotton Candy (4:30 – half-time)

• Sign-up spots also available for stadium 

cleanup



EAA Breakfast

• Joint venture with the Experimental 
Aircraft Association at Moontown Airport

• 3rd Saturday of every month

– Arrive at 6am, done by 10am

• 50/50 Profit Split after expenses

– We are guaranteed the first $200 profit

• We have earned $775 in the first two 
months



Calendar

• Calendars sell for $5

• Last year, each calendar you sold put 

~$11 into your student’s account

• Will start selling in September

– Two week sales window

– Arrive in time for Christmas



Sales

• Typically, we have two other selling 

opportunities - one in Fall and one in 

Spring

• In the past we have done pecans, 

cookie dough, pizza kits



QSP

• We will be starting this fundraiser within 

the next week

• All profits are credited to your students 

account



PUBLIX

• Publix Keyring Card

– Every time you use the card, a percentage 

of the purchase returns to the band



Family Fun Night

• Our first Family Fun Night was last year 
- raised ~$4400

• Held in the Blue Gym, Cafeteria, and
